Then as | got older, | was permitted to milk the cows by hand and run the milk through the
separator. Also, my Uncle Clarence taught me to cultivate corn with the horses in the morning; and
after lunch, Uncle Doc put me on the old H International tractor so | could cultivate corn with the tractor.
These were marvelous experiences and wonderful times.

Time went slowly in those days, but now seems to go faster and faster. Even though time
seems to be flying by, a lot of living still takes place. | have presided over a number of funerals, saying
goodbye to lots of friends, and there will have been a couple of weddings before the end of this
summer, two young people sharing their vows of love to each other - blessed by the Lord as they begin
their journey together as husband and wife.

Life continues to unfold for all of us, doesn’t it? During a regular week, we start out our routines
on Monday and the day is filled with all kinds of activities we must do, whether that be working or doing
our “to do” list. The days go by and we once again stand before a weekend, which we fill with other
activities. We spend some time playing together as a family or with friends, creating memories. Then
we gather on Sunday once again to worship our Lord, have fellowship, catch up with each other, and
lift each other up with God’s peace.
